Our choice was FelicityC5002 Blue Felicity Flowers, C5004 Green Felicity Medallion and C5006 Green Felicity Damasl

Yardage& NotionsRequrements

1 ¥ yards of C5002 and C5006 for the Front and Back of the table cover

1 yard of C5004 for Quick PoinB®&k Rack

1 Lollipops® Designer Binding in C5Q06widthg C/L size (5 yards of bias binding)

2 inch Quick Points Ruler (Q20)

Adjustable Bias Binder Sewing Machine Foot (optional)

Matching Thread, we used Wonderfil Fruittl CollectianColor FO3 (it mathes perfectly!)
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Cutting Instructions

1. Trim away the selvages from C50@@nt) and C500@ack)so that each is now 41 inches wide; trim the length
of both pieces to 41 inches long so they form a perfect square.
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2. From C5004, cut 48 inch strips the WORv(dth of fabric).

Make theRick Rack

Using the instructions that come with your Quick Points® ruler, make rick rack from ahetaf8 inch strips. Use
the 2 inch Quick Points® ruleYou should have 4 rick rack strings when you are done, each approximately 42 to 43
inches long.

Sew on the Rick Rack
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front and backsquare pieces on opposite sides of the falfsise photo). Pin the rick rack center along the chalk lines

(part of the clalk line is left visible in the diagrajnslay the rick rack acrodbe entire width of the squareSew the rick

rack in place usipthe matching thread and a wide zigzag stitch.

Trimming & Layering

Trim the edges of the rick rack even with front and back edges, removing any excess that hangs off the edge. Rotate t
back 90degrees (one turn) so that the rickck is not along all the same edge as the top. This reduces bulk. Layer the
front and back, wrong sides together, pinning at the edges while matching all edges. Trim if necessary to match all sid
Serge or bastéthe edges together.

Binding & Finishing

Using an Adjustable Bias Binder foot attachment, sew the double fold Lollipops® binding to the edge of the table cover
overlapping the starting point to cover all raw edges. Use the matching thread and a staigdagl sitch to sew the

bias onto the top.Miter at the corners.Iron your new table coverNote: if you do not have a binder attachment for

your machine, sew the binding on all at once, taking care to catch top and bottom layers as you sew.

Enjoy this beautiful cover on your table all summer long! Make matching placemats and napkins using coordinating

Bonusc¢ Matching Circular Napkins

To make the fun napkins seen in the pictures, you will need:

1 One yard of Blue Felicity Flowers (C5002)
1 One Crip/Lap size LollipagpBesigner Binding (pards of bias) in Green Felicity Damask (C5006)

1. Cut the yardage into four fat quarters and trim each FQ to 18 x 18 inches; fold twice to form af8laech

square; press
2. Using a circle cutter ORBig Arz Tool (go towww.wonderarc.comto find one) cutan arc across the edge of

the folded FQ, as shown.

3. Using the Adjstable Bias Binder, sew the Green Felicity Damask bitmetedge of the circle; trim away your
starting point so that it adheres to the curve. To finish, trim the bias to ovdhagstarting point byabout %2
inch(see photos below). Press and you are done!
